2006 CHINESE LANGUAGE AND CULTURE EXPLORATION PROGRAM

Background

 

The Washington Metropolitan Association of Chinese Schools was founded in 1988 and is the only  

Chinese school association in the Washington metropolitan region that provides the local community with an opportunity to learn and appreciate Chinese language and culture.  Currently, the organization comprises of  about 25 Chinese language schools, 500 language instructors, and about 5,000 students.

The “2006 Chinese Language and Culture Exploration” program was launched in 2006 by the Washington 

Metropolitan Association of Chinese Schools. The purpose of this program is to provide two educators who wish to create a Chinese language curriculum in their own schools an opportunity to explore Chinese culture and language through a seven-day trip to Taiwan.  School principals or supervisors of foreign language programs from the District of Columbia, Maryland and Virginia are welcome to apply.  Upon completion of the trip, the educators will be expected to present their new knowledge and experiences from the trip with colleagues, students, and the Washington metropolitan area Chinese language school teachers. The funding of this Language and Cultural Exploration program is made possible through donations from local businesses in the community, as well as a grant from the Taipei Economic and Cultural Representative Office (TECRO).

 

Trip and Accommodation

 

This trip will take place during the summer of 2006, tentatively between the 2nd half of July and the early 

part of August.  The Washington Metropolitan Association of Chinese Schools will pay for airfare, accommodations, and food during the seven-day trip in Taiwan. Personal charges such 

as excess baggage charges, phone bills, laundry, gratuities, etc. are not included.  During the first three

days in Taiwan, the educators will visit different schools and exchange ideas with experts from Chinese 

language centers.  The following four days in Taiwan will include a visit to Taipei’s National Palace 

Museum, Taroko Gorge National Park in Hualien, the Aboriginal Cultural Center in Taitung, and other exciting local attractions.
